HPEEACI1 Culture

CM (1h) : Anglophone Culture Through the Cinematic Lens

Course description:

This course aims to tackle different themes, and issues, pertaining to the English-speaking world
(in particular the UK and the US). Each theme explored will be coupled with extracts from films
and series to allow students to visual understand and interact with the chosen topic. The students
will be required to watch the chosen scenes, and relevant articles or book extracts relating to the
topic, before coming to class each week, in order to actively participate/understand the specific
topic. The first half of classes in the semester will focus on US culture and civilisation, whereas the
second part will focus on the UK and the UK’s relationship with the Commonwealth of Nations
(particularly Kenya and India).

Assessments:

Students will take two online multi-choice assessments (week 5 - US and week 10 - UK). These

exams will be related to the content, and visual supports, discussed in class. Each assessment is
50% of the final grade for S1 Culture

HPEEARI1 Grammaire et traduction

a. LEXIQUE s: TD (1h) : supervisé par Mme Amanda Edmonds (amanda.edmonds@univ-
cotedazur.fr)

Competence in a new language is largely achieved through a rich vocabulary. This class will focus
on helping students understand how a mental lexicon is structured and, through different activities,
on building and elaborating on students’ English vocabulary.

Two types of evaluations are planned: regular online vocabulary quizzes and a final evaluation in
which you will be asked to provide a lexical profile of a given text.

b. VERSION : TD (1h) : supervisé par Raphaél Domange raphael.domange@univ-cotedazur.fr

Plusieurs thématiques seront abordées afin que les étudiant-es se constituent un vocabulaire
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varié. Le tourisme
La vie professionnelle
Les cinq sens

Ce cours abordera les principales techniques de traduction et se concentrera sur des points de
grammaire précis. Il ameénera également les étudiants a s’interroger sur la pertinence des
traductions générées automatiquement par ’intelligence artificielle.

Evaluation :

25% glossaire des expressions apprises a chaque cours et mises en contexte.

25% tests de vocabulaire afin de consolider I’apprentissage et I’utilisation de vocabulaire
nouveau.

50% devoir final en classe portant sur les thématiques, le vocabulaire et les points de
grammaire et de traduction vus en classe.

HPEEAO1 EXPRESSION ECRITE ET ORALE

A. EXPRESSION ECRITE TD (1h hebdomadaire).

This course aims to improve students’ reading and writing skills in both general and
professional contexts. Students will be encouraged to read press articles regularly to get
familiar with useful vocabulary, sentence structures and connectors. They will also learn to
avoid common grammatical mistakes in order to edit their own and others’ writing. This
semester, students will be trained to understand and reproduce various textual genres such
as summaries, professional emails and letters.

Assessment: 2 in-class tests (reading comprehension/writing tasks) and regular random
reading comprehension tests

PRONUNCIATION PRACTICE TP (1h en demi-groupe).

In this TP class, our work will focus on improving your pronunciation of English. The idea
is to make your speech more intelligible to native speakers and also improve your capacity
to recognize English sounds and improve your understanding of native speech. Each week,
we will work on a different aspect of pronunciation (consonants, vowels, stress placement).

Assessment: 1 individual oral test during which you will be evaluated on your pronunciation
of words, expressions or sentences that were worked on during the semester.

Black, Brown and queer voices in the U.S. through hip hop culture

Over the second semester, we will tackle the history of the hip hop movement, with a particular
focus on rap and the way this history highlights central issues in U.S society (forgotten racialized
historical figures; police brutality and mass incarceration, sexism; hyper-consumption,
homophobia and mental health).

Weekly online quizzes (50%) will help you learn key notions and facts on hip hop culture and how
it reflects the voices of Black, Brown and queer people in the U.S.

Final online (in person) test (50%) with multiple choice questions and possibly a few open-ended
questions

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HPEEAG2 GRAMMAIRE ET TRADUCTION

Supervisé par Raphaél Domange raphael.domange(@univ-cotedazur.fr

This course provides an overview of specific aspects of modern English usage. The grammar points
covered are chosen on the basis of the linguistic difficulties actually experienced by the students.
During the classes, we will work on identifying, analysing, and remedying problems encountered
in a corpus of written work produced by first-year LEA students. This work will be complemented
by activities involving the translation of language materials found in a wide variety of media.

Evaluation : Assessment will consist of two in-class exams. Each exam will include exercises in
grammatical analysis of a text, a short creative writing task, and the translation of a short paragraph.
These evaluations aim to assess students' productive language skills, as well as their ability to reflect
on usage.

HPEEAX2 EXPRESSION ECRITE ET ORALE

A. EXPRESSION ECRITE : Nicolas Trapateau (1h TD hebdomadaire)

In this TD, you will learn how to defend your personal opinion and persuade your reader
in a structured way, both in business and academic contexts. Building on the skills worked
in the first semester, the class also aims to review useful vocabulary and grammatical
structures, and improve your writing skills in general.

Assessment: 1 final in-class test (grammar exercises/writing task) and 1 random in-class
writing task

B. PODCAST WORKSHOP : Emilie Souyri (1h TP hebdomadaire)

This class echoes the CM culture class on hip hop culture. You will be asked to work in
pairs to prepare a 3 mn podcast about a song or rapper or dancer or graf artist or hip hop DJ
that you like or dislike, mobilizing the knowledge gleaned from the CM class and being
careful to use academic research to bolster your points. The challenge is here to try and
debunk a stereotype about hip hop culture. These longer podcasts are a model on which to
base your own production.

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C. MEDIATION : Nicolas Trapateau (1h TP hebdomadaire)

This practical course explores various aspects of mediation in English, with a focus on
modalities, registers, reformulation, synthesis, and cross-dialectal communication. Students
will engage in hands-on activities to master different mediation techniques and adapt their
language use to suit various contexts and audiences.

Assessment: 1 final individual 15-min oral test on a random subject based on a skill or topic
covered during the semester. You will be evaluated on both your oral expression, and your
mastery of the skills worked on during the semester.
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
